• Include a letter of recommendation from a
teacher (must be within the last four years ).

• Provide a certified copy of your high school
transcript, verifying a 2.5 GPA or higher.

• Scholarship recipients must show acceptance
to an accredited community college,
university, or vocational training program. (The
YSMN scholarship will be provided to the
institution directly on behalf of the recipient).
